liked the book. SPOILER ALERT! Teenaged Gemma, obsessed with Breakfast at Tiffanya ™s,
meets up in New York City with other fans shea ™s met online. Their goal is to complete a walking
tour of places associated with the book and movie and finish up with a movie screening, all in honor
of some anniversary. Blinded by her love and admiration for Holly Golightly (played by Audrey
Hepburn), Gemma refuses to see the character for what she is: a prostitute. Gemma is convinced
that the men in the book just liked handing over money for the sheer privilege of being in Hollya ™s
company.The meetup and tour get started, but Gemma quickly finds herself swept off her feet by
one of the guys she met online. So much so that she abandons the rest of her friends and the tour.
And who wouldna ™t? Dusty is filthy rich and well-connected. He buys Gemma a vintage evening
dress (previously owned by Hepburn herself). He takes Gemma to an exclusive art gallery opening,
an overbooked classy restaurant, and an underground music venue. Gemma is infatuated with him
but unaware that Dusty doesna ™t share her feelings. He just considers it all advance payment for
the services shed ™s expected to render at the end of their evening.With this storyline, | think Oh,
Yeah, Audrey had a lot of promise. However, when it comes to the execution, | woulda ™ve
preferred more. The book got a really, really slow start. And | mean really. Over 100 pages in (out of

243 pages total), | still didna ™t know the plot.
